Pennsylvania  1681   last colony

William Penn, devout quaker

Religious freedom from persecution, most fundamental principle

‘holy experiment’

Virtuous citizenry as foundation of social order

King Charles II gave penn land as payment to clear debt with penn’s father

Condemned idea of enforced religious uniformity, deprived 1000’s of worship

Spiritual freedom  “a free colony for all mankind”

Exist with Indians, equality for women, blacks, Indians

Penn’s frame of government

ELECTED assembly by male taxpayers & freemen with prop

Broad suffrage,   promote small farmers

“primacy of individual conscience”

Separation of church and state concept,  liberty is universal entitlement

Quakers first to repudiate slavery, QUAKERS = PACIFISTS

Purchase Indian lands, offered refuge/protection to tribes driven from other colonies

CHARTER OF LIBERTY 1682

Christian liberty for all who affirm belief in god…..many various groups come

No established church, but moral codes of behavior enforced

Swearing, drunkenness, adultery

Attracted many settlers and indentured servants 
Which led to VIRGINIA MARYLAND needing more slave imports

Settlers would start ill will toward Indians

Flood of german , scotch – irish settlers

1721 CHAIN OF FRIENDSHIP  reaffirmed, but land and Indian conflict growing

1737  “WALKING PURCHASE” angers Indians, cuz gov logan hired runners (36 hours walk)

1760  suspicion and hostilities especially in western frontier

Longed for days of “old William penn”

7 years war – final blow to accommodation  and Quaker rule

Governor declares war on Delawares, bounty for scalps

Western farmers vs Indians,   assaults on Indians both allies and enemies

PAXTON BOYS raid Conestoga, Lancaster, Philly (1764)

Gov pressured, orders Indian expulsion

HOLY EXP, PENNS FRIENDSHIP AND AMITY AT END

No other large colony with such small INDIAN population as remorseless and determined to 
Eliminate the Indians.

Notes – Massachusetts

 “demise of the new England way”

1691 – new charter, Plymouth brought in

Transformed political structure, town govt intact, but property ownership, not church membership to vote for members of MASS GEN COURT

Governor appointed in London, not elected,  becomes ‘royal colony’

Majority of voters no loner puritan “saints”

Required to abide ENGLISH TOLERATION ACT OF 1690

ALLOWS all protestants to worship freely, anxiety among puritan clergy

Non puritans, merchants, land owners, came to dominate GOVT

Puritans see the “hand of satan” at work 1690/91

Raids to the north of French troops and Indian allies heighten tension

Witchcraft, magic, superstitions, supernatural interventiosn

Lighting on one house, epidemics on Indians, still born children

Led to salem witch trials  1691-2

Governor dissolves salem court

Course taken toward scientific explanations for things like illness, comets, witches

Boston, ny, philly,  public debate and talk up

Printing press, boston first newspaper 1704

Exchange of ideas

Raising of Euro Enlightenment concept

Every human institution, authority, and tradition be judged by bar of reason

Reason should govern life

Great awakening 

Colonists bonding after 7 years war and britain’s tactics afterwards

Questioning taxes, representation, british acts

Boston liberty tree….

War begins at concord, Lexington, bunker hill, siege of boston
British flee march 1776
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Freedom and lack of freedom expanded together

Three systems of slavery  tobacco based plantations in V, rice in SC and Georgia, 

And nonplantation slaves in north and middle colonies

17th century, nearly 2/3 came as indentured servants, usually five to seven years for passage

Could be bought and sold, could not marry without permission of owner
Physical punishment, labor enforced by courts

Pregnant females had terms extended

Would receive ‘freedom dues’ upon completion and become free

High death rate, freedom dues could be meager

Not as rosy as they pictured, servants run away, not work diligently, unruly, due to 

Fondness for freedom

Abundance of land and property owners, they needed workers, turn to slaves

1619 first 20 blacks arrive in Virginia, some apparently did get freedom after terms
Tobacco colony in Virginia mostly indentured servants in 17th, young males

Harsh, death rate, whippings, extensions of service, sexual abuse of women

Prohibited from serving in militia, sex with euros, 

1643 POLL Tax on African women

VIRG/MARYLAND however had blacks able to testify, sue in court

Some managed to get land and white servants and African slaves

Blacks and whites labored together, some got close, ran away, had relationships

Laws in V AND M did not refer to slaves until 1660’s

As plantations and labor needs increased, condition for blacks vs. white servants diverged sharply to counter widespread images in England that V was a deathtrap

1662 virginia law – offspring followed the mother, helped sex abuse against slave women
Religious conversion did not make them free

Sought to stop growth of free black pop, defining all offspring of interracial illegitimate

Prohibited release of slaves unless out of colony

Maryland tobacco first indentured as well, freedom dues a bit better 50 acres of land at first

Massachusetts BODY OF LIBS allowed for slavery, first there recorded 1640
But very few in 17th nor were indentured servants central to economy like in Chesapeake

Indentured rarely got full church membership, or grants of land upon release

THE LEVELLERS, first democratic political movement  in England, THOM RAINSBOROUGH CONDEMNED SLAVERY

Charleston, SC, enslaved and sold off some Indians to west indies, more exported than imported

From Africa

Carolina colony legal code gave absolute power and authority  over human property

Headright system there allowed t hose bringing slaves with them to get more land

Then RICE came, planters became wealthiest elite, EPICENTER OF SLAVERY

QUAKERS in penn first group of whites to repudiate slavery

Indentured wanted to come to penn over VIRGINIA

Led to Virginia and Maryland needing even more slave labor

Slavery based on the plantation, large numbers, one owner, heavily policed

Chesepeake slaves first  gave real benefits:

Could not claim protection under english common law

Terms of service never expire, children were slaves, skin color makes it hard to escape

African men accustomed to agricultural labor, encountered many diseases already, resistence

English views:  “savage, pagan, uncivilized” comparing them to animals often

Race or racism not really the deal , more of civilized vs barbarians, or Christian vs. Heathen

They were so different, color, religion, social they were ‘enslavable’

Shipping from Africa became  huge business venture, profitable, though they were more expensive that indentured servants, so it took a while for the development to be advantageous

Slavery laws more repressive than Spanish laws, esp. avenues to obtain freedom

Colonies called all Africans black, despite any mixing, or ethnic realities, mulattos, 

SHIPPING BECAME PART OF THE TRIANGULAR TRADE SYSTEM

Brit goods to Africa and colonies, colonial stuff to Europe, and slaves to new world.

The middle passage, middle leg of trade routes 

Virginia’s BACON’S REBELLION shifted labor from white indentured to African slaves

As main labor force. Corrupt BERKELY GOVERNOR, bred hostility of poor whites, released servants, white poverty, no access to good land, cuz taken by Berk cronies, etc…

Berkely also wanted peace with Indians, so refused to give their lands to whites as well

To stop future rebellions, Virginia shifted quick to slave use on plantations

After 1680 CHESEPEAKE slaves majority over indentured, partly due to Bacon’s

And death rate fell, making purchasing slaves a better option

Ending of ROYAL AFRICA COMPANY slave monopoly allowed competition to lower price

Slaves 10 percent 1700 and then 50 percent of Virginia by 1750

Virginia becomes SLAVE SOCIETY, instead of A SOCIETY WITH SLAVES.

Laws strengthened, 

SLAVERY IN EVERY COLONY, MAINLY CHESEPEAKE AREA AND SOUTH

Later, blacks fought on both sides of revolutionary war, some together in the same companies, which did not happen again until the Korean war of the 1950’s
England got slaves to fight after LORD DUNSMORE’s proclamation of freedom for service
Washington did same

Even VIRGINIA GAVE EMMANCIPATION FOR SERVICE AFTER THE WAR DONE 1783

Rebellions
BACON'S REBELLION-      1676  

 sparked by minor conflict of indians and settlers in Virginias western frontier. Settlers demand extermination or removal of indians to open more land for whites. indian massacres, full fledged rebellion against COLONIAL GOVERNOR BERKELY AND HIS SYSTEM OF RULE.  led by NATHANIAL BACON, WEALTHY PLANTER CALLED FOR REMOVAL, LOWER TAXES, AND END OF RULE BY THE "GRANDEES"BERKELY CORRUPT REGIME OF WEALTHY TOBACCO PLANTERS, took vote away and gave it only to landowners, poverty among whites, tobacco taxation, protected indian property -feared war, but whites angered at this BULK OF HIS REBELLION WAS BY DISCONTENTED MEN WHO HAD BEEN SERVANTS. GOT AN ARMED FORCE, BURNED JAMESTOWN TO THE GROUND. berkeley flees, BACON BECAME RULER, PLUNDERED ESTATES OF BERKELY'S SUPPORTERS. british squadron of warships, restored order, 23 hung, bacon sick soon died

Bacon claimed to be a champion for those who lived on the frontier and were exposed to the threat of harm by Indians. Some who have chronicled Bacon's Rebellion present him as a revolutionary seeking liberty, fighting a benevolent despot who had turned into a tyrant and who, at the end, was a cruel reactionary. 

STONO REBELLION-  SEPTEMBER 1739,

SOUTH CAROLINA SLAVES mostly from KONGO, seized a store with weapons at STONO. many had been soldiers.beating drums, attracting followers, marched toward FLORIDA, killing whites, burning homes, shouting LIBERTYswelled to 100 slaves. SC MILITIA DISPERSED THEM, 40 killed, others reached florida, where in 1740 they armedby SPANISH helped repel attack on ST AUGUSTINE BY A FORCE FROM GEORGIA. led to a sever tightening of SOUTH CAROLINA slave code and a PROHIBITIVE tax on imported slaves.
Pontiac’s rebellion –

1763  Indians in ohio valley and great  lakes area revolt against british rule. Much inspired by NEOLIN. French had ceded Indian  lands after 7 years war, confusion over land claims, trade, tribal relations in general.  CLEAR THAT EXPANSION WAS DIRE THREAT. Several tribes attack Detroit outpost, nine other forts, killed hundreds of white settlers. Counterattack by brits but one by one tribes made peace, inspired brits to make proclamation line of 1763, prohibits further settlement west of APPALACHIAN MTNS. Banned sales unless colonial. Enraged settlers and speculators. Policy greatly ignored, stirred further settler and Indian bad relations

PAXTON BOYS – DECEMBER 1763,  MOSTLY german and scot irish from pennslyvania, unhappy settlers and those wanting land attacked Conestoga and Lancaster, killing Indians living there under governors protection. INDIANS TREATED TOO LENIANTLY THEY SAID. Marched on philly feb, 1764, give ordered expulsion of most Indians to appease. Effectively ended the HOLY EXP of William penns’ friendship and amity policy with Indians.
