SEC OF LABOR FRANCIS PERKINS said married pin money worker should be ashamed of taking jobs from men, leads to policy shifts for married woman

Discrimination policies against many.  FED LAW  no more than 1 married person in FED CIVIL SERVICE

STATES AND LOCAL FOLLOW SAME.   MARRIED TEACHERS TARGETED FOR JOB & WAGE CUTS WOMENS COLLEGES – DISCOURAGE WOMEN TO WORK AFTER GRAD AND MARRIAGE

HOWEVER PROPORTION OF MARRIED WOMEN WORKERS GO’S up due to NEED

RISE IN HOSTILITY  TO WOMEN WORKERS  “ERODED FEMINIST TALK”  URGED NOT TO WORK
TRENDS IN FAMILY LIFE 1930’S:

· REVERSAL of consumer trends of the past   - sewing, work from home crops

· Professional women hardest hit  1920 85 % female by 1940  35%

· Sex segregated jobs – Traditional women’s work, female industries recover faster than men’s work jobs

· MALE UNEMPLOYMENT FOUR TIMES AS HIGH

GENDER TROUBLE  AND FAMILY TRENDS  ----           ROLE REVERSALS

 MALE DESERTION increases   , nervous breakdowns, causes wives to scramble to support, new power in the household. Teenage workers too..           LESS MARRIAGE – DIVORCE DECLINE, expensive, easier to get relief as marrieds
Birth Control in the 1930’s -  BIRTH RATE FELL BELOW REPLACEMENT RATE FOR THE FIRST TIME
HAD BEEN RADICAL, now 81 clinics    Comstock laws 1930, 1936 lessened – giving info now ok

1940  all but MASS AND CT   allow info on Birth Control for couples

Black women created BC clinics   1939  NATIONAL ASSOC. OF BC CLINICS

LYSOL & ADS -  1930-1960 most popular form of BIRTH CONTROL

Originally 1919 disinfectang, now douche and for ‘hygiene’ and cleaning            even cough syrup

Classes and info available, upper class mostly and mail order biz RESPONSIBILITY PLACED ON WOMEN in ads cuz the woman “she neglected”

RESTRICTED KNOWLEDGE OF WHAT’S AVAILABLE, MAKERS  HAVE UPPER HAND WITH INFO

Personal store sections with attendents, but women embarrassed – not big on,   Lysol and mail order big

Female activism of the great depressions  working women and mothers.

· meat strikes picket packing houses over high prices  led by mary ZUK and Detroit housewives

· ACTIVISM to protect mothers, children concerns

Shared attributes:  Union experience, activism, socialist

Housewives organize for meat prices, high rents, anti-eviction, cost of things

EFFECTIVE   brought attention and was sorta radical

Women and THE NEW DEAL  - ROOSEVELT 1932

 CHANGE HOOVER POLICIES TO MORE DIRECT HELP, CHANGE TO SUPPORT LABOR

FAIR LABOR STANDARDS ACTO (1938)

   -REGULATED workin conditions  max hours 44 max wage

Prevent child labor and sweatshops (some exemptions)  protected unions and bargaining and organizing

1930’s- 1940’2  FEMALE UNION MEMBERSHIP TRIPLES TO 800K BY 1940    -REPRESENTATION

Eleanor Roosevelt -  got flack from press but loved by women GOVT RESPONSIBLE TO INTERVENE 4 INDIV
NEW WOMAN, REFORMER, FRIEND OF EARLY FEMINISTS – needs of less fortunate on agenda

Press conferences on women, issues and govt’ policy. URGED FDR to target  helping women

Brought progressive policies and issues into the WHITE HOUSE

Minimum wage, hours, child labor, assistance for women widows and children

Women COLOR trends :  

WEST – MEXICAN women had been encouraged to come but in DEPRESSION lawas to remove, force, keep out

1934 FED LAW  (Indian reorganization act 1934 – ended ASSIMILATION ideas of Dawes Act policies

BLACK WOMEN – not benefit as much from Fair Standards ACT  - worked domestic and on farms (no gov regs) domestic jobs severely cut,  day labor – street corner hiring

ORLECK ARTICLE -  IMPACT OF GREAT DEPRESSION.   “REMARKABLE SURGE IN ACTIVISM”

Rooted in previous experiences in union groups, set aside socialist, communist, repub, democrat ties

“production and consumption link” gave them leverage,  meat prices, strikes, high cost of living strikes

Led to “Politicization of motherhood and family” “legitimate political actors, a consumer consciousness

MILITANT, BARTER NETWORKS, FOOD BOYCOTS, ANTI EVICTIONS, PRICE CONTROL SELF HELP FOOD CLOTHING SHELTER CHILDREN    ‘’LEFT HOMES IN ORDER TO PRESERVE THEM”

“impossible to fulfill resposibilities in home without leaving it” SPIRALING INFLATION

WOMEN, WW2 AND SOCIETY:        IMPACTS

Demographic changes   the SECOND GREAT MIGRATION

BLACKS MOVE TO ESCAPE  economic, jim crow, segregation

Steady move from 1910-1960 of millions to north and west

1940’s blacks doubled in MANUF. JOBS.  ALSO  IN SKILLED labor and in unions, domestic to factories

Closer to center of U.S. economy, social areas, brought “race issues” with them into AMER SOCIETY

ASIANS, LATINS, INDIANS IN MILITARY, FACTORIES, IN URBAN AREAS

JAPANESE – PROPERTY CONFISCATION AND INTERNMENT CAMPS

-3 MILLION WOMEN IN LABOR FORCE WW2 / MANY FORCED out after, but many skilled wished to stay

Ww2 ends great depression  1940-1945 greatest exapansion of GNP 91millgnp to 166mill gnp

15 million new jobse, industry doubles, incomes rise upt to 200 percent, unemployment reduced

Ww2 work – HEAVY INDUSTRIES, defense plants, hired 2million women 40%more pay

Clerical work by 1945 doubled 2 million find work

6 million women take first jobes, working women grew in workplace by 575

Previous bans on  heavy industry bans stopped,  women moved west for work

BLACK WOMEN : domestic to industrial TWICE AS MANY, but at lowest rung, lower pay, less white collar

HARRIET ANDERSON – ww2 enhanced traditional values  (her opinion)

ROSIE THE RIVETER

POSTWAR PRESSURE ON WOMEN TO LEAVE WORK  ‘ FACTORIES rather get new men then keep trained women. End of 1946  2.6 had left, 1 million laid off  SOCIAL PRESSURES – REMIND THEM OF WHO THEY WERE, SHOULD RETURN HOME

AMERICAN SOCIETY IN THE 1950’S GENDER, CONTAINMENT, AND DISSENT, WORKING WOMEN

ECOMOMIC GROWHT  GNP 1950-1960  GREW 25% AND INCOME TOO
4/5 HAD TV, WASH MACHING, FRIDGES, CARS

MORE REMAIN IN SCHOOL, EDUCATION   g.i. bill  Fewer farmworkers, more white collar more jobs than blue collar jobs, women work STILL 20 PERCENT (40 MILLION) IN POVERTY 

TREND REVERSALS – END OF 40’S   age for marriage and mothers fall, divorce declines, fertility increases,

Female educational parity with men drops        1947 – many shared housing arrangements

Early 50’s – younger couples marry, single family homes, children, males wanting subordinate wives again, a reverse of the companionate style of marriage, male control, MEDIA PUSHES THIS DOMESTIC MODEL

MARRIAGES  15-19 age marrying more, but overall a drop

Depression and War – NOW making up for lost time        PROPAGANDA -  “duty to marry”

COMMUNISM FEARS, HUNKER DOWN BUILD families, suspicions , put downs, against all non marrieds

SUBURBANIZATION and Babies   ……..THE NOW ‘affluent society”  SUBURBAN ISOLATION
Greatest expansion of suburbanization in 50’s ,  13 million new homes, 11 million in subburbes

WILLIAM LEAVITT makes first….assembly like homes, LEAVITTOWN

Blacks developed segregated suburbs from 1945-1965    BIRTHRATE PEAKS IN 1957  4.3 MILLION BABIES

Women and domestic pressure – CAN’T AFFORD NOT TO WORK, OLDER WOMEN DON’t conform as much

Of all accomplishments most spectacular success is having babies
ARTICLES   MAYS POINT _ “BABY BOOM”, FRIEDAN – FEMINIE MYSTIQUE “WOMEN WANT MORE OTHER PERSPECTIVE, differs with FRIEDAN….WOMEN COULD DO BOTH, bigger sample, mixed signal ideologies made to women, FRIEDAN not enough research or study

WORKING WOMEN IN 50’S -  more and more working  PRE WAR ¼ work, by 1960 

ECONOMY EXPANDING “APPROPRIATE” jobs for women increase

Older women move in as younger women leave for families

Inflation – income needed…. DISPARITY in income –GAP- between men and women

1955  fems make 64% of wages of men,   1963  down to 60%  and falling  in sales only 40% OF MALE WORKR

“a large pool of cheaper labor”

Pressures SEX SEGRAGATED JOBS, lower wages, kept from full particiapation due to discrimination, usually working for income to help family.  FEMALE GROUPS barely around, same sex orgs too. LWV – barely around
WOMEN AND THE 1960’s:  

EMERGENCE OF WOMENS MOVEMENT

MIDDLE CLASS WHITE WOMENS MOVMENTS

CIVIL RIGHTS MOVEMENTS AND WOMEN’S LIBERATION

TWO 1950’S TRENDS :  pushed back, babies, low wages, but married women w/babies move into workforce

TWO TYPES OF MOVEMENTS: older middle class whites who came of age in 50’s looking for fulfillment

Younger , daughters, college in 60’s, contacts with movements

ROOTS:  white middle class was at first unappealing to ethnic groups, whites at home more, different experiences, different concerns and roles.  BLACK women often breadwinners, no jobs though

White – some valued stay at home as privilege.  

BETTY FRIEDAN 1963, FEMININE MYSTIQUE…  message to educated middle upp class white women

WOMEN losing their foundation:  BIRTHS DROP, MARRIAGE AGE RISES

Well received, discussed, letters of approval,    1973- ‘changed her life as woman and writer”

1961  PRESIDENTS COMMISSION ON THE STATUS OF WOMEN  (13 women, 11men, 5 men of cabinet)

 No female cabinet memberst, pressure on JFK to form commission. ELEANOR ROOSEVELT HEADS

1962 REPORT – not a lot of notice, civil rights, war distractions

 - rejected civil rights movement, already an amendment

-restrictions on married women’s rights’ should be lifted

-advocated equal pay, federal appointments for women

1963 – EQUAL PAY LAW (MUCH LIKE AN AMENDMENT)

  1ST AGAINST discrimination and for day care for working mothers

CIVIL RIGHTS OF 1964  -  TITLE 7

· PROHIBITS discrimination in employment based on SEX , establishes EQUAL EMPLOY. OPP. COMMISION

NO FEMINIST GROUPS AT THE TIME, EXCEPT NATIONAL WOMEN’S PART nwp, 

NOW FORMS IN 1966 (28 FOUNDERS, PROFESSIONALS

· expanded to social issues, marriage, political roles, still here, state branches, 1967 – 1000mems 1971 15k mem

BROWN VS. BOARD OF EDUCATION , 1954 “END WITH ALL DELIBERATE SPEED” – not strong
NAACP STARTS TO CHALLENGE DISCRIMMINATION IN HIGHER EDUCATION FIRST,

 -tried to have states make more segregated schools in an effort to bankrupt states so they would remove ‘separate but equal’ segregation

CIVIL RIGHTS METHODS:  1.  LARGE NUMBERS, HIGHLY ORGANIZED   2. willingness to confront white power structures.  3. non violent passive resistence

CLAUDETTE COLVIN – CONSTITUTIONAL right to be on bus, arrested 1955, Montgomery Alabama, handcuffed, kicking and screaming.  12/1/55 – ROSA PAKS knew colvin, told that civil rights people were not going to pursue colvin issue, parks now does it, spontaneous but influenced.. civil rights community wanted to user her for this, she agreed, she had been a previous civil rights activist.

JO ANNE ROBINSON -  CHURCH LEADER, organize bus boycott, until MONT IMPROVEMENT ASSOC TOOK OVER , AND GAVE CONTROL TO martin luther king jr.   boycott for over a year. MLK new, unknown

Lasted 381 days, 

1957  SCLC  southern Christian leadership councils  to coordinate fights and for the vote
ELLA BAKER   20 yrs with NAACP, SCLC, _helps for SNCC student non-violent coordinating committee  

FOUNDS MISSISSIPPI FREEDOM DEMOCRATIC PARTY WITH FANNIE LOU HAMER, 1964

and CORE CONGRESS FOR RACIAL EQUALITY, voter education 1961,  Mississippi freedom summer 1964

1960 NORTH CAROLINA woolworths’ 4 students at lunch counter, followed by many . student activists

FANNIE LOU HAMER finds probs inside SNCC whites from north get more positions, women 2nd class work,

MARY KING AND CASEY HAYDEN write “Positions of women in SNCC” as protest

CARMICHAEL  “BLACK POWER” “THE WOMEN’S POSITION IS PRONE”

2ND – rejects ‘special treatment’, no domestic ideology, more radical generally and more goals, vision of change for all women and races, broader understanding and message of oppression and social change.

FIRST WAVE – needed males cuz of voting needs…courted them

WOMEN IN THE LATE 60’S AND 70’S

Sexual revolution,   legitimizing of the feminist agenda in 70’s

FREEDOM TRASHCAN – NEW YOURK bras, girdles, heels, cosmo, playboy, in a trashbin …symbolic

60’s like the 20’s  MUCH CHANGE

THE PILL – early 60’s – some had side effects, more hormones

MAIN CAUSES: HOMOSEXUALITY, ERA, ABORTION, FEMALE ROLES, SECULAR HUMANISM IN SCHOOLS  SCHAFLY catholic mom, 6 kids, saw ERA as threat to wives and mothers. 26 states of STOP by 73

The demographics between both sides not much different, except that 98% of anti’s were church goers

SCHAFLY – feminine image, debate training, delivers pretty girls and pies to legislators “protect us”

Helped defeat ratification in 17 states and 5 switched,  JUNE 1982  ERA DIES, 3 STATES SHORT

STAGE ARTICLE – critical of FRIEDAN’S book.  Taking back opinions, stance change, family values,

No person in the United States shall, on the basis of sex, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any education program or activity receiving Federal financial assistance..            especially used in connection to sports, though not specifically targeted in law

Redstockings holds the view that all men oppress all women as a class and that it is the responsibility of individual men to give up male supremacy, rather than the responsibility of women to change themselves. Against NOW, male homosex, lesbian separatism (an escape)
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
