Approval by GOD not Men. Women felt as CITIZENS with voting rights, but SUPREMES say “non-citizens”    

In 1877 decisions                 -               TODAY – still only .70 cents of the wage dollar of men

FEM COVERT – concept of not being able to sue in court, control by men’s, although some property rights

FEM SOLE – act on behalf of men in absence, later A single woman,divorced, widowed, or never married. independent
Man’s role = protector, provider, breadwinner, power

Comstock ACT  (1873)– illegal to mail contraceptives, even information………until 1965

Many UNIVERSITIES not allow women until 1860’s-1870’s

FEMINISM:

Liberal – most apprise to this, equality through politics and social activity

Radical – capitalism is male dominated, change in social and economic order only thru comp reformations

RADCultural – skewed toward women, BIG IN FRANCE, biologically different should be treated as such in laws

RADSeparatist – create new communities, many reject men

White middle class activists fought first for suffrage:

Lucy Salmon – VASSAR 1897 Women’s History book, student Caroline Ware – textiles New England industries

Mary Beard – first to publish book on women’s history, 1940’s. “women as a force in history” “actors in history”
Roxanne Dunbar 1969 – not enough to take collective action, how to ‘BREAK BONDS’

University courses on WOMEN :   1969 ONLY 1 7  ---  1973 OVER  100

WOMEN’S HISTORY SHOULD reflect accurately the lives, experiences, contributions, and changing roles of women in politics, social, and economic contexts

Gerta – helped push for women’s studies, “great men” of history model for “great women” model of history

PREVAILING MODELS OF HISTORICAL RESEARCH: SOCIAL HISTORY CHANGED ALL STUDY

  Historian Carroll Smith-Rosenberg (middle class Victorian women scholar

  Shift from “great”/extraordinary to  ordinary/regular concepts: ordinary were ‘rich, complicated narratives’

Diaries, public records, census data, paper, novels, oral histories – 18th and 19th cent concepts of male/female

First Histories and Historians: MIDDLE CLASS WHITE WOMAN, SOME DID RECOGNIZE OTHER RACES

SMITH-ROSENBERG – WOMEN’S friendships endure, thru marriages, often boarding school relationships

           Great depth and endurance

Barbara Welter – The Cult of true womanhood 1966 : THE TRUE WOMAN STARTS IN 1830’S

  SHE id’d 19th century domestic ideal:  PIETY, PURITY, DOMESTICITY, SUBMISSIVE

  Powerful force in 19th century aided in delay of suffrage, most wished to keep their above roles

Linguistic Turn : POWER OF LANGUAGE : power embedded, perpetuated by Language

JOAN SCOTT 1988, CALLED FOR gender consideration as a category of analysis --- COINED “GENDER”

WHAT IS GENDER?   SOCIALLY CONSTRUCTED FROM SOCIETY, BEHAVIOR, AND FROM CHANGES

          Differs by region

Gender describes what becomes MALE AND FEMALE, from outside influence/pressure, the person sorts it out

WOMEN OF COLOR:
 Prof. Alexander critique – Blacks must first be understood by own group, not outside of their own perspective

 Prof. Castandeda’s critique – Focus on upper class white women needs more diversity

INTERNAL COLONIALISM – subjugation,white supremacy ,violence,WHITE MODEL NOT WORK 4 COLOR

WHITE/BLACK WOMEN : POST-WAR SOUTH:  social order destroyed (1 mill. Killed/wounded)
1 of 5 white men under 44 had died, women outnumber men (so car., Georgia) WOMEN unprepared, unskilled

Some moved into teaching, light manufacturing, main skill – sewing. 1.9 mill. Freed and ½ start work
CHANGE: household structure due to abolition : housework – missed slaves, ‘too delicate’, some WW ok though

  Only 1% were elite before war. Widows, Debts, loss of land, work as sharecroppers.1880 – 1/3rd of all did ShareC
Freed Women status :     14th AMEND: citizenship, due process    15th AMEND suffrage to black MEN

1866 CIVL RIGHTS – civil and political rights upheld   14th and 15th Amends

MILITARY RECONSTRUCTION – TO ENFORCE THE 14TH and 15th Amends

Blacks fight for social rights, locate fams, blacks on the move, looking, nomadic (worries some whites)

      ‘persons’  not ‘property’             JIM CROW PERIOD = SEGRAGATION
Marriage / Gender roles:   Now allowed to marry, older people tend to stay in informal marriage.

WOMEN STILL ‘’CIVILALLY DEAD”  in marriage,  1870 – TWO PARENT HOUSEHOLD REBORN

AFRO-AMER GENDER ROLES - women

     MEN prefer they stay at home  / growth of sharecropping (1860’s) ‘forty acres and a mule’ concept because they ‘deserve it’.  Plantations broken up, still owned by originals, labor for rent, contracts not favorable

 -hard to meet terms, going into debt, illiterate – read contracts. 75% blacks & 1/3 of whites did sharecropping

COTTON DEPLETES LAND              -      SHARECROPPING INTO 20TH CENTURY

GENDER ROLES AND DOMESTICITY:  WOMEN resisted re-working in white homes to become ‘TRUE WOMAN” THOUGH rarely achievable, women labor = 50% as wage earners and sharecroppers by 1877
MILITARY CONTROL OF SOUTHERN STATES ENDS IN 1877 BUT WHITE, LANDOWNING ELITE DEMOCRATES IN SOUTH UNDERMINED LAWS

After 1877 -  states could segregate without constraint of slaves , law upheld, becomes standard

BLACKS POPULATION MAJORITY IN SOUTH

1880’s – NEW THEORIES OF RACE due to political power of black men

NATHANIEL SHALER – “RETROGRESSION’ COINED : MEN WOULD REGRESS TO SAVAGES, threat especially to white women, raping, 

Lynching – any punishment that is not standard, sanctioned

Most lynching is in JULY in heavily populated black areas and where economies were changing

“BUMPING” feared by women, contact with blacks,  even a custom for blacks to avoid
Jacqueline Hall – “FALSE CHIVALRY” of lynching casts white women as ‘christ-like’ symbols, purity,

   Metaphors for negative black images

AFTER 1877 – SUPREME COURT ERODED 14TH AND 15TH GUARANTEES

IDA B. WELLS :  B. 1862 mississippi slave, campaign against lynching, parents became pol. Active, educ, respect
Age 16, brother died, became family leader for 5 sibs.   17 – moved to Memphis

Wrote columns, advice became editor    -   RAISED CONSCIOUSNESS OF THE WRONGS

1884 – takes first class train seat in Ladies Car, asked to leave, bit conductor’s hand, put off train,

  Won court case but overturned, she was unhappy about segragations.  CO-OWNED PAPER – wrote about seg, lost teaching job.    MAR 1882 – PEOPLE’S GROCERY IN MEMPHIS, whites angry and verbal argument leads to shooting by three friends – who were lynched  MOVES TO NEW YORK, HER newspaper office trashed, Memphis death threats if come back, exiled .   “lynching due to targeting successful black men”, a crime against values – spoke out on ‘racial violence’.  TRAVELED BRITAIN to embarrass American practice, gets support of

Editors, helped reduce lynching, figures go down, in Memphis too.  1892-1900 stat reductions. 

TRENDS FOR WOMEN : WESTERN REGION
Social/cultural ideal of women and domesticity – Ideal characteristics: Submissive, pious, purity, Doemestic

One of the largest migrations in history occurs, much spurred by GOLD, ethnically diverse / male dominated

By 1900 – 25 percent of all Americans live west of Mississippi -   Mining and Agriculture

1869 transcontinental railroad

“Female Values”, but VICE too:  (one writer) ‘paradise of men”

Homestead act 1862 – 160 acres for 5 yrs to improve, only single women qualified, like Elinore Pruitt Stewart

But only 15% of women make claims (some for brothers, sons

GENDER ROLES BLUR – DUTIES MIXED

1872 – DEPT. OF AGRICULTURE encourages women to remain in traditional roles

  “moral guardian role” adopted here too – Temperance, missionaries, prostitution organizations

Cattle market developing / railrods :  WOMEN ADAPT TO HEAVY WORK, daughters fare even better – used to
Mining – “gold rush women” less than 1/3 in gold camps but involved.

Helena Montana 1870  1 of 5 outside home wage earning

5 to 1 men/women ration – abandoned,  lack of womens community = lonliness, transient – stay less than 10yrs

PROSTITUTION “THE SPORTING LIFE”  50,000 IN CITIES AND CAMPS, ‘NO OTHER OPTIONS’

Largest source of employment outside home,  most are native born, euro women

CHINESE WOMEN -   300k in west from 1848-1882      1882 CHINESE EXCLUSION ACT

1875  PAGE ACT limits Chinese women immigration, men outnumber women 20 to 1 (largest gap ratio)

SAN FRAN – kidnaps, sold, pay for passage, “domestic servitude-type roles”

ESCAPE AVENUES-  MISSIONARY RESCUES, regimented ‘RESCUE HOMES” of white protestant Christian women. Exude Moral superiority, keep their men from using, disease, teach values, legal process access, law help

NATIVE WOMEN -  350K in west ,  majority on reservations, subject to “assimilation” efforts

1870’s – Buffalo waning,  1886 – Geronimo surrenders.

Helen Hunt Jackson – 1881  “CENTURY OF DISHONOR” , like Stowe’s Uncle Tom’s Cabin,

  Pleas for humane treatment, spoke of atrocities.

WOMEN’S NATIONAL INDIAN ASSOCIATION  1879             W.N.I.A

   Teachers, doctors, missionaries to aid on reservations

1887 DAWES ACT-  convert tribal lands to individual lots, offer citizenship, more land to sell to whites

     PETITION DRIVE  TO CONGRESS -    FROM IDEAS BEHIND DAWES ACT

CASE OF xwelas  (INDIAN WOMEN READING):  GENDER IDEOLOGY VS. CONCEPS OF CIVILIZATION

  REVERSAL :  men the true savages

WOMEN AND LABOR :  LATE 19TH AND EARLY 20TH century:  Midwest and industrial
Industrial labor expanded dramatically, demand up, becomes more urban

Women and labor cont’d  1870-1900  11mill move into cities, migration of native borns into cities, Africans

  Immigration wave 186501915 24million  4x the amount as previous immigration wave.

1870-1880 NO. EURO’S (GERMAN, IRISH) majority. 1900 switch to So & Eastern Euros. Global movements of people, EURO POPULATION had doubled from 1850-1914

INDUSTRIAL LABOR – 1820’S’1830’S first factories, textile spies in UK, brought to NewEng,

   Farmer’s daughters in mills, young women, HARSH, DORMS, COMPAINTS, STRIKING 1840’s-1850’s
Owners look for new sources – immigrants, unskilled, irish, germans, low wages, exploitable, few laws for M & W

BEFORE THIS: Homemade stuff, artisans, more rural

1870’s – 1900’s  still preferred the prevailing methods of employment above

WAGES & CONDITIONS EARLY 20TH CENT; MECHANIZATION, MANY APPLICANTS JOBS TENUOS

  400-500$ PER YEAR FOR WOMAN, LESS than the 600$ standard needed for survival

BOOM AND BUST CYCLE – NO ECONOMIC REGULATION

INDUSTRY need little experience, repetitive, unfulfilling, shiftwork, loss of control of time and productivity, accidents, bad floor managers.    10-12 hrs a day x 6 day workweeks     ALL BIG CHANGE FROM PREVIOUS

1900 – WOMEN AND CHILDREN:    17% of workforce, 1.7mill children under 16 in factories and agriculture
6 to 8 dollars a day      MEN  600$ A MONTH      WOMEN – 400 $ A MONTH

10% girls  20% boys worked in 60% of Agriculture jobs  (min age 12, 10 hours) though declining by 1900

  Used much for special jobs = small hands in small places

ORGANIZATIONS:   REFORMS AND REFORMERS

  KNIGHTS OF LABOR  1869    -  first major effort of a national union

    Open to all skills, races, (no bankers, lawyers or liquor dealers)  no child labor, equal pay for men and women

NOT SUCCESSFUL  - BY 1900 VIRTUALLY GONE FROM SCENE

AFL (1881) – no women, skilled only.  Targeted by Carnegie (steel) by 1900 all had been broken up

    -non-unionized labor unrest happened but no backing

SHIRTWAIST STRIKE -  SHIRTWAISTS WORN

NYC TRIANGLE FACTORY  - PADLOCK DOORS TO PREVENT THEFT  - 1909 WOMEN STRIKE

WTUL  WOMEN’S TRADE UNION LEAGUE – NON-WORKING MIDDLE CLASS ORG SUPPORTS THEM

  BUT NO CHANGES

1911  TRIANGLE FACTORY FIRE  146 WOMEN DIE (PADLOCKS)  STATE COMMISSION INVESTIGATE

HUGE GAP BETWEEN UPPER/MIDDLE CLASS WOMEN AND WORKING WOMEN

MOTHER JONES – mary harris jones (irish) MOST FAMOUS ADVOCATE REFORMER, WAS WORKER 2

  Investigate conditions in the mining and industrial areas.   1870’s lost family to yellow fever

HELPED FOR UMW  UNITED MINE WORKERS  “MOTHER OF THE WORKING  CLASS”

No successes yet BECAUSE:

   Few legislative victories, lack of union representation, core unskilled,  (AFL no unskilled, women, blacks)

   MAIN REASON: Corporate power supported by local, state, fed govts

     And brute force, spies, sabotage, union infiltration, militia, and national guard powers behind

SO, by 1900   WOMEN HAD LESS POLITICAL POWER THAN 40 YEARS BEFORE

FEMALE WORK PATTERNS: 1 MILL in domestic urban work, maids, cooks, laundry, child care, no options

 Black women excluded form most industry so did above. 

Females work 1900:  26% native born   28% foreign born immig   19% daughters of immig   27% black women
ARTICLE :  AFRO AMER WOMEN IN WASHINGTON D.C.

  LIVE IN DOMESTIC WORK: to support fams, started as children of domestic workers

  Disliked : uniforms (stigma of low status, possessions) no access to churches, own time, community involvement

Wanted to be “live outs” not “live ins”

   Live out benefits: not overseen, higher status, leisure time, more comm.involve, less uniforming.

   Mutual aid societies -  for making “money pools” to aid churches and small loans

INDUSTIAL WORK:   MOST YOUNG, UNMARRIED, IMMIGRANT DAUGHTERS

1900 CHICAGO 50% ITALIAN women waged outside of home, not affecting patriarch structure, money goes to entire family.
5 MILLION WOMEN EARNED WAGES, mostly garment ind., (4x as many as 1870)

JEWISH WOMEN – PREFER FACTORY WORK OVER SMALL SHOPS:

    SEEMED MORE MODERN, LESS ABUSE, WORK WITH OTHER JEWS, SEEM “MORE AMERICAN”

COMPARE WITH AFRICAN AMERICANS

   JEWS INTO MEN, MARRIAGE, ESCAPING THE HOME…..  BLACKS – NEED FOR MONEY ALONE

SIMILARITIES:  DRESS IMPORTANT, LESS RELIGIOUS EMPHASIS, looking to form communities

PROSTITUTION:  (URBAN-INDUSTRIAL) 19TH CENTURY

   -EARN 5X the pay of factory workers. Studies show they were same types as other workers but had with more LACK of family, chose for needs and adventure   ( RUTH ROSEN REPORTS)

Young, single, bad fams, could not support selves unless more money, 

ALL WORKING WOMEN VIEWED WITH ANXIETY FROM MEN AND MIDDLE CLASS WOMEN

  -immorality (Gompers), brings down wages, men competition.

WHAT’S PROGRESSIVE ABOUT PROGRESSIVE ERA :  LATE 19TH / EARLY 20TH CENTURY:

SIGNIFICANT CHANGES IN ECONOMY   1893 SEVERE DEPRESSION

  Can democracy continue without economic regulations

REFORMS:  Journalist “muckrakers” at forefront:  business, environment, poor workers, neg effects of industrialization Question role of government in business, many from moneyied upper class, women and others

Women’s networks for change:

   SHARED views of SOCIETY PROGRESS WITHIN LAISSEZ-FAIRE CAPITALISM

ANARCHIST, SOCIALISTS argue FOR ECONOMIC CHANGE

MERGING CORPS-  INTO VERY FEW PEOPLE IN CONTROL. 

  ONLY 2.2 OF BIZNESSES but 35% of all wage earners  - producing billions & in goods

Late 19th MIDDLE CLASS WOMEN – TRENDS.

   Referred to as the “NEW WOMAN” NOW CUZ OF INDUSTRIALIZATION, MARKET ECONOMY

   Domestic viewed as lower worth, less valued as ‘critical’

Changes in the HOME;  EXPANDED MEANING OF “HOME” TO LARGER IDEA IN SOCIETY

   CLEAN SOCIETY, LIKE HOME, AND SOCIAL ILLS.

DECLINE OF BIRTHRATE – GIVES more time    from late 19th cent  -   less sex

SIGNIFICANT – 25% WOMEN ONLY 2 OR LESS CHILDREN  TO 1910 ERA, despite less abortion, contraception because frowned upon, Comstock law,

COMPANIONATE MARRIAGE:  was for economic, parental pressure, now for LOVE AND AFFECTION

   Couples could talk and agree on having children and other family choices and decisions.

EDUCATION AND PROFESSIONAL OPTIONS:

  MORE COLLEGE 1870 – 1% OF ALL CITIZENS     1910 – 5% OF ALL, & 40% OF THEM WOMEN

OBERLIN COLLEGE -  (1830’S – CO-ED, blacks too)

Pressures not to go to college, even doctors say ‘INFERTILE, MENTAL’ “eurathenia” nervous exhaustion, over-stimulated.   Not many opportunities after college (not ministry or doctors)

WOMEN CREATE OWN PROFESSIONS, and are less likely to marry because of civil war men shortage

   Livin communally, HULL HOUSE, 

BOSTON MARRIAGES – ROMANTICAL LIVE-IN RELATIONSHIPS BETWEEN WOMEN

REFORM EFFORTS:    NATIONWIDE  grow out of churches and social work. 

TEMPERANCE – “TO REFORM MEN”  WOMEN’S CHRISTIAN TEMPERANCE UNION     W.C.T.U. 1873
   Sophisticated, against saloons, pray outside them,  (1879 – FRANCIS WILLARD EXPANDS ALL OVER)

   ENLIGHTENED THE IDEA OF THE VOTE, only way to change lawas,  1811 245k members –largest

  Prohibition in 1920

CLUB MOVEMENTS -  GENERAL FEDERATION OF WOMEN’S CLUBS  1892 – 100K MEMBERS

    BY 1917 over 1mill members.  Working class women, no blacks (black women formed their own)

Parliamentary style construction, issue oriented, SUFFRAGE FIRST COMES TO national attention, big scale

 CHILD LABOR, WORKING, SOCIAL ILLS, RIGHTS

SETTLEMENT HOUSES:   (JANE ADAMS IN NewEng sees one) starts CHICAGO HULL HOUSE 1889

   Eventually 400 made, to BRING CIVILIZATION TO URBAN FRONTIER,  for immigrants

JANE ADAMS – PLIGHT of the working poor attention, day care, poor, afterschool, citizenship, vocational,

    Incoming teachers, language, pattern of starting new professions, supported by UNIV OF CHICAGO
Paid public health jobs, home nurse, day care, HELPED BY WEALTHY WOMEN CONNECTIONS AND REQUESTS TO PAY

FLORENCE KELLY – HULL HOUSE RESIDENT, LABOR AND REFORM ACTIVIST

ARTICLES:  FREEDMAN’S ARGUMENT:  SEPRATISM IMPORTANCE:

  SEPARATE VALUES IMPORTANT   to support other women.  Female values lost after gave up feminist movement of 1920’s. integration brought fragmentation to women’s progress. Not compete cuz men have own sphere’s and dominates.   Become more individualistic, separate

  SKLAR’S:  assimilation progress.  Needs both male and female support  (more realistic, persuasive argument)

WOMEN, POLITICS, & IDEOLOGY: WOMEN AND THE IDEOLOGY OF ‘difference’

AFRICAN AMERICAN WOMEN, REFORM AND THE LATE 19TH CENTURY CONTEXT:

‘FEMALE MORAL SUPERIORITY’ – purer, more virtuous to counter arguments to stay at home

  BASIS OF FORMING ORGANIZATIONS….. BUT HARD TO MAKE LEGISLATION

‘PROTECTIVE LEGISLATION’  :  Muller vs. Oregon (1908) 10hr day law, went to supremes

 FLORENCE KELLY HELPED  - SUPREMEME UPHOLD OREGON LAW” : “PHYSICAL STATURE AND performance function put her at disadvangage”   14th amendment

SOME FEEL RULING MAKES WOMEN SECONDARY STATUS…..NOT EQUAL WITH MEN

Prot. Leg laws imply women weakekr, bio difference requires special distinctions

THE WTUL (W TRADE UNION LEAGUE) ALSO USED THIS TACTIC, BUT if you limit hours you lose money, so minimum wage laws wanted but did not come quickly. By 1913 no much prot.legislation in west

NATIONAL CONSUMERS LEAGUE – DID SUPPORT GENDER specific protective legislation

Why: educate consumers on products.  WHITE LIST = FACTORIES,STORES  /  WHITE LABEL = PRODUCTS

IDEOLOGICAL AIMS:  ‘righteous moral choices’ promoted

THE NCL AND GenFed of women’ clubs more effective than AFL cuz of state branches

AFRICAN AMERICANS”  “FREEDOM FREER IN CITIES” MOVT TO URBAN, but still MORE RURAL

NATIONAL TRENDS & LOST POTENTIAL

13 STATES FORM  COLORED FARMERS NATIONAL ALLIANCE & COOPERATIVE UNION

POPULISM – CORPORATE FARM BARGAINING. APPEALS TO WEST, SOUTHER FARMERS OVER RAILROAD shipping rates/costs. FAILS- white, southern DEMs threatened with violence when wanting to vote populist

1889-1898  11,000 killed racial attacks, riots

1898 wilmington, NC  driven from homes cuz of class based alliance of pop party of poor whites and blacks

Wilmington black newspaper art by editor speculates maybe white women choosing blacks, not rapedd

2nd  PROGRESSIVISIM: LOST POTENTIAL

     Thought that using science as justification for social reform, not so much for racial, did not seek laws

(1896) PLESSY VS. FERGUSON:  LEGAL SEGRAGATION UPHELD.

   Homere Plessy selected to violate INDIANA TRAIN REGS, arrested, 14th amend prohibits discrimination – was defense argument.   COURT RULES:  SEPARATE BUT EQUAL   STATUS

DISSENTER, justice john marshall Harlan:  “will bring further lessening of rights’

  Flood of new laws all over to promote segregation, and limit black voting

Resistence -  Boycotts, Economic resistence

· passing :  worked for some, urban especially.  “blue-vein wrist society” 

· jumping jim crow : avoiding public transpo where segregation in effect

· support black business, creation of black towns.

  FOUNDED, PATRONIZED own banks, churches, business, beauty, barber, funeral homes, etc

MADAM C.J. WALKER – FIRST BLACK MILLIONAIRE   HAIR PRODUCTS

MAGGIE LENA WALKER – ST. LOUIS ‘PENNY’

Education NORTH – INTEGRATED ELEMENTARY, SOUTH – NO, black schools less money, days, no HScho

BLACK COLLEGES START, professional schools after reconstruction

1890- 900 doctors       1920- 4000 doctors (70 women)

FEMALE CLUB MOVEMENTS   

1893  NATIONAL ASSSOCIATION OF COLORED WOMEN (MARY CHURCH TERRELL)

  NOT ALLOWED in   G.F.W.C.  motto “lifting as we climb”   1904  - 15,000 members

CHURCHES:  role in community, secret, low-level, community defense, pull out of white churches for own

Articles:  LINK OF CHURCHES AND PROGRESSIVE REFORM: basis/agenda used “missionary home society”

Emotional support, social welfare, community, edu  Not seen as threatening to whites or if they were men’s groups

“CLEAN UP DAYS” Salisbury, NC  Brought groups together, saw equal need for local cleanup, sanitation, safety
Gained support, became ambassadors, meet with white women in community in women’s clubs, contact, health issues and above require EVERYONE to participate.
GILMORE ARTICLE NOTES – blacks affected change w tools designed to maintain the status quo

  Zenith for women – grass roots level, worked in tandem, secret agenda’s under the noses of society that might be threatened               grass roots behind the scenes alliances building between women even from lower classes.

WOMEN’S ROLES : BIG AFTER INDUSTRIALIZATION
 FAMILY PRIMARY:  MENS ROLES: BUSINESS, CHURCHES, POLITICS , REPRESENTATION OF FAM

 WOMEN: DOMESTIC SPHERE, MORAL CENTER, BUT SUBORDINATE

MID 18TH – roles start to change, individualism notion

Late 19th  - CITIZENSHIP DIRECT BETWEEN INDIVIDUAL AND STATE (BUT MALE)

SUFFRAGISTS:  NOT A RALLYING POINT ISSUE IN 19TH.

   MODERN democracy needs to give equal status to women

ANTI’S -  will change family dynamic, potentially vote different to men’s wishes, household conflicts,

   Marital discord, breakdown leading to home breakdown.

Late 19th – rallied over saloons,  WCTU largest single organization for women

PURE FOOD AND DRUG ACT, CONSUMER LEAGUE,  SPHERES GOING AWAY BY AND LARGE

ABOLITIONISM AND WOMEN’S RIGHTS:

1820’S – 1830’s  growth of evangelical Christianity, target social sins with ‘moral reform organizations’
  Like against prostitution and slavery.  Women join and are important to ABOLITIONIST movement

2nd GREAT AWAKENING – eliminate sins for Christ to return, can be saved, kingdom of God on Earth

1st led by WILLIAM LLOYD GARRISON ,  welcomes women, speeches by women against slavery viewed as scandalous for speaking in “public”…mixed assembly speaking

Some refused to be silent became radicalized, first to argue against discrimination and for suffrage

GARRISON – full equality and citizenship for BLACS AND WOMEN causes a split in Abolitionist movement

1840  Garrison and Lucy MOTT,  LIZ CATY STANTON go to London

  - WORLD ANTI-SLAVERY CONVENTION…NOT SEATED CUZ OF WOMEN, GARRISON SITS OUT

SENECA FALLS (1848) -  calls for full equality, demands for suffrage, FREDERICK DOUGLASS SPEAKS AND SUPPORTS..   “DECLARATION OF WOMEN’S RIGHTS” BY LIZ CATY STANTON,   but message does not have broad appeal for most.    Also : Connecticut law for women’s property rights called for

AFTER CIVIL WAR :  Stanton : “opportunity of the century” for equal rights
  “NEGROES HOUR” term

1866 14th amendments – citizenship for all natives except INDIANS, &due process,equal protection (‘male’added)

 15th amend – vote for black men, servitude  (sex not mentioned)

DIVISIONS IN MOVEMENT:    NATIONAL WOMEN’S SUFFRAGE ASSOCIATION    N.W.S.A

  Radicals:  Stanton, Susan b Anthony denounce 14th/15th  demand 16th for suffrage and other social issues

Moderates: NOV, 1869 – Lucy Stone, Henry Blackwell remove “male” from state constitutions focus

FEW GAINS – GROUPS DISLIKED EACH OTHER

DECLINE AND FAILURE IN THE 1870’S AND 1880’S:  sometimes called “mrs. Satan”
  VICTORIA WOODHALL – FREE LOVE ADVOCATE, portrayed as evil, threat to family, RAN FOR PREZ

    Spoke to house judiciary committee, first to do so, argued that rights already in 14th and 15th amends

Susan b. Anthony approves, even tries to vote in 1872

National Women’s Suffrage Association:  WOODHALL GETS ANGRY, REVEALS minister HENRY WARD BEECHER (HAD BEEN AWSA PREZ) AFFAIR WITH WOMAN NAMED CHILTON,  she and sister are jailed, presidential hopes dashed
1872 – VIRGINIA MINOR tries to register, hubby sues for her, MINOR VS. HAPPERSETT (1875)

SUPREMES: VOTING NOT VITAL TO CITIZENSHIP. THOUGH WEST’S WYOMING, UTAH GAVE VOTE

Trends : teaching, professional, reform on the rise for women

1890’s MERGER OF NATIONAL AMERICAN WOMEN’S SUFFRAGE ASSOCIATION  (N.A.W.S.A)

  ANTHONY AND STONE AT FOREFRONT,  W.C.T.U. supports  (FRANCIS WILLARD HEADS WCTU)
CATY STANTON DID NOT, WANTED BROADER SOCIAL AGENDA.

New leaders and ideas 1900 NAWSA Carrie Chapman Catt & Anna Howard Shaw

   “women different”, “moral superiority”   = should vote

Also spurred racism among some reformers:

 CATY STANTON – REMOVE VOTE FROM UNDEDUCATED, NOT FOR SLUM PEOPLE

TO APPEAL TO UPPER MIDDLE CLASS WHITE WOMEN for cause of suffrage, though ugly reasons.

WOMEN, SOCIAL CHANGE & SEXUALITY IN EARLY 20TH CENTURY:

   -Rise of consumer and youth culture

   - intimate relationships and sexuality

   -changes in early 20th century

   - social evils and birth control campaign

HISTORIANS : END OF 19TH CENTURY DOESN’T REALLY HAPPEN UNTIL AFTER WW1, OR 1922

Changes:

 Industrial revolution – separates community, family, and relationships, changes consumer culture

    -exchange and circulation of goods, to achieve happiness : acquire and consumption

“cult of the new” , “democratization of desires” ‘money values” predominate measure of all value in society

Popular comsumption – 1/3 growth of economy, cost of living steady, more jobs

Consumer goods towards housework (appliances, etc), DEPT. STORES AND CATALOGS (esp for rural)

Values seen as changing….no longer CITIZENS but CONSUMERS…WOMEN TARGETED IN ADVERTISING

Women perhaps being programmed…..

Broader changes:

  Creation of mass youth culture :  radio, movies, adverts (esp. radio). 1922-1929  30 to 606 radio stations growth

   Home radios  60,000 to 10,250,000 in homes  1927-talkies by 1929 every week entire population number went

YOUTH CULTURE:  MEN/women interactions FREUD: SEXUALITY WAS REPRESSED NOW REVERSING

2.2 in High School to 5million,  college 1900 3x increase by 1930 (20percent of college aged)

WOMEN-  Stunning behavior changes , less clothed, no corsets, stockings under knee, ciggs, drinks, dance halls, speakeasies, throw off social conventions, urban working class women begin this in cities

BUT NO REAL CHANGES AT HOME – men see women’s voting as not in blocks or threatening

Blacks – up in literature, music, art, jazz

Prohibition – dance halls open, people flock, 1924 – 6 million in NEW YORK go to dancehalls, express themselves, uninhibited, expression between men and women

Dating-  courting= marriage ideas ,   cars, movies, dance, eat out, sex experm – 20’s petting some wanted it made illegal. VIRGINITY still valued, marriage still goal for most,   A REBELLION OF PERSONAL EXPRESSION

PEISS ARTICLE – treating, entertainment desire, power of choice

1850 – most married  born 1865-1895: highest proportion of NEVER MARRIED in history

Previous “female passionless’’ ideas,  in 20’s desires accepted

Divorce laws more liberal, by 1900 1 in 6 end in divorce

  -women could support selves easier, leave abusers

PHYSICIANS AND RESEARCHERS LABEL HETERO AS NORMAL, GAY AS ABNORMAL

HETERO AND HOMO BECOME CATAGORIES , GAY MALE COMMUNITIES, WOMEN STILL PURSUE

EUGENICS :  BIRTH CONTROL,  IDEA OF ONLY BETTER CHILDREN SHOULD BE BORN.

BIRTH CONTROL  “SOCIAL EVIL”  “SINGLE STANDARD OF MORALITY”

1873 SOCIAL PURITY  ,  COMTOCK ACT 

      FED CRIME TO SEND LEWD OR Livicious material in mail, includes birth control devices and info
       Which had been ok in past   i.e. regulators      THE WCTU APPROVES 

Some saw fertility drop as threat to white race, even TEDDY ROOSEVELT.

MANY BIRTH CONTROL devices and methods were available

Many college grads never married, less likely to bear children the more educated

MARGARET SANGER – GREENWHICH VILLAGE, hung with DEBS, REID, SINCLAIR, GOLDMAN

  IWW ORGANIZER AND SOCIALIST

Henry St. public health nurse among poor immigrant women, saw a self induced abortion trajedy

SANGER BEGINS SPEAKING , COINS “BIRTH CONTROL”  “a woman’s body belongs to herself alone”

Starts “the woman rebel” journal in 1914, indicted for COMSTOCK ACT violations, fled to Canada then ENG

SOMEWHAT RACIST IN HER VIEWS AS TO WHO SHOULD BE GIVING BIRHT IN FIRST PLACE

Returns for trial, 1916, charges dropped, so not seen as martyr.  Adds EUGENIC ideas to agenda

NATIONAL BIRTH CONTROL LEAGUE , 1915 , not radical

American birth control league, 1921, Brooklyn, ny  sanger sispenses birth control, doctors did not

 Believed in DIRECT ACTION: BREAK A LAW TO PROMOTE AGENDA……Again arrested

BY 1920’S moves away from left wing, courts middle class, divorces,marries rich oil company guy who helps her financially, no more direct action, rather seeks to give information, disseminations, educational, openness, 
ALICE PAUL – AGAINST ABORTION CUZ LOSE POSSIBLE FEMALE BABIES, POSSIBLY ‘TARGETED’

EMMA GOLDMAN – for contraception as an anti-capitalist tool

Mother’s, esp. black, bent on keeping kids in schools

Womens work roles shifted, shaped by Homestead act – 1863 white, Dawes act 1887 – Indians and RECONSTRUCTION – blacks

FIELD MATRONS – GOVT APPT help women learn domestic skills

Indian women resistence, according to Indian Rights Association cause ‘obstacles to progress’ cuz rooted in traditional cultures, etc

Immigrant men and black men could not support families

Often daughters have special roles, esp. in northeast, prefer factory work to domestic for several reasons;

Not as low status, more free time, less boredom

 Single females in prostitution for variety of reasons,  need to enticement and excitement, abuse

Chinese prostitution largely curtailed by 1900 DONALDINA CAMERON PRESBYTERIAN rescue homes

“women’s jobs” least training and skills

1900 mechanization helps men, skilled crafts, women not welcome

But shoe industry on that expands for women BY FIVEFOLD,  ASSEMBLY PROCESS

MOTHER JONES  ORGANIZED WORKING MEN / CHILD LABOR

1910 LABOR REPORT TO SENATE,  HELEN SUMNER, WOMEN DISPLACED ME IN INDUSTR JOBS

not really displaced, FILLED GAPS, AVAILABLE, take low pay, not work years, not rebellious,unions suspicious

UNPAID SERVICES turn to paid and wide range of jobs but…

Women’s story of work is long hours, low pay, unsanitary, want for training

JANE ADAMS – hull house NEW WOMAN “larger life” Victorian virtues activist social life

New woman – enhanced sense of self, gender, goals,

NEW WOMAN PRODUCT OF industrialization and also its critic, have more time to rail against ills
By 1900  home becomes unit of consumption. Middle class wife in control, authority, MGT of home and family & more active outside…volunteer groups, churches, welfare projects,

FRANCIS WILLARD 1879 TAKES OVER W.C.T.U.

   “women higher on evolutionary scale, civilized, refined

“HOME GOING FORTH TO THE WORLD”, AGENTS OF EDUCATION AND SOCIALIZATION

Less children, live longer, more energy, time , less boredom, not due to birth control, but part of NEW WOMAN dynamic of control, companionate marriage, control of sexual lives is the driving theme

Enlightened motherhood, self-ownership

Divorce up,  expect and want better MEN , though they are scarce

WOMEN have improved options, education, employment, women to women relationships THE RISE OF THE SINGLE WOMAN married said to be hard to achieve same degree goodness as an unmarried woman, high morals

COLLEGE TO MEN IS OUTSIDE THE MAINSTREAM OF THEIR CAPITALIST INTERESTS, MORE WOMEN.  CLASSES BEGIN AT  OBERLIN COLLEGE IN 1830’S AS ‘LADIES COURSES”

1862  MORRILL ACT FUNDS HIGHER EDUCATION

CLUBS & CRUSADERS: LATE 19TH HUGE increases , mostly secular, Temperance 1880’s , clubs 1890’s reach high points, rapid rise from early post civil war starts.

Middle class women learn to share with other women, common goals, self help, social mission, avenue to civic aff

CLUBS ARE parliamentary, conventions, votes, resemble political parties, training for public life, CONFIDENCE

Willard – makes speaking tours, militant army of national scope. WCTU 1890 160k members 1911 – 245k mem

Enlarged from single goad to “reform the human race” esp. MEN all types of reform  “do everything”

SOROSIS HAD BEEN FIRST MODEL FOR WOMEN’S GROUPS  NEW YORK 1868

GENERAL FEDERATION OF WOMEN’S CLUBS  (1890)  160K 1900,  1MILL members by 
WW1 era

Chance to enter public life outside the more aggressive TEMP and SUFF movements, keep DOMESTIC values

Every state, raise funds, plant trees,, libraries, hospitals, playgrounds, support women’s college, social settlements, better schools, clean water,  MOVED ON TO NATL ISSUES;  Protection laws, child labor, pure food and drug,

And soon SUFFRAGE

Exclusive CHICAGO WOMEN’S CLUB of elites helped JANE ADAMS with HULL HOUSE

BLACKS MODELED OWN CLUBS after GFWC, cuz not welcome there

FORMED NATIONAL ASSOC. OF COLORED WOMEN FROM TWO EARLIER CLUBS started by MARGARET MURRAY WASHINGTON AND MARY CHURCH TERRELL
By 1900 MIDDLE CLASS HOME IS TRANSFORMED – home improvements, homemaker to professional status

SMITH-LEVER ACT 1914…FUNDS HOME ECONOMICS TRAINING

Mother’s Clubs , INSIGHT OVER INSTINCT.    NATIONAL CONGRESS OF MOTHERS, 1910 50K MEMBS

  NCM  BECOMES  PTA IN 1924

DAR STARTS (1890), NATL COUNICL OF JEWISH WOMEN (1893), HOME ECONOMICS ASSOC (1908)

NATIONAL CONSUMER’S LEAGUE (1899) LEFT WING Women Trade Union league

  Both form with goals for special interests, enemies of vice, filth, corruption, ignorance, exploitation

MOST GROUPS TURN TO ‘PRESSURE GROUPS’ 

BY 1900 the NEW WOMAN WAS    SOCIAL HOUSEKEEPER

NCL – FLORENCE KELLEY OF HULL HOUSE  (CHILD LABOR AND WOMENS PROTECTIVE LAWS)

   Inspect factories, WHITE LABELS for factories   WHITE LABELS for stores

PROTECTED HOME AND HOUSEWIFE, WORKER AND CONSUMER

VICTORIES :  PURE FOOD AND DRUG ACT (1908), CHILDREN’S BUREAU IN DEPT OF LABOR (1912)

All contribute to ideas of suffrage

SUFFRAGE: since 1865, 1869  BLACK MALE SUFFRAGE “negroes hour” had come, hope for women

  But men distanced them from their cause

STANTON TO ANTHONY  :  “cause is in deep water”  = opposition

EQUAL RIGHTS ASSOCIATION  OF 1866 _ STANTON, ANTHONY, LUCY STONE AND GARRISON SUPPORTERS --- DIFFICULT TO GET SUPPORTERS.
KANSAS FIGHT TO REMOVE ‘MALE’ FROM CONSTITUTION, both black and women suffrage bills fail

Causes split in ER ASSOCI.  WORKING WOMAN’S ASSOCIATION (1868)

ANTHONY AND STANTON leave to get middle class women support, 

New battle _ the 15th amendment  ANTHONY/STANTON denounce it and REPUBS who failed to support them

Moderates believe it is step in right direction like LUCY STONE, cause she wanted REPUB support in future

RIVAL SUFFRAGE GROUPS SPLLIT

AWSA  - AMERICAN WOMEN’S SUFFRAGE ASSOCIATION

NWSA – NATIONAL WOMEN’S SUFFRACE ASSOCIATION    (STANTON AND ANTHONY)

  Remove “male” from constitution,   start WOMEN’S JOURNAL AND weekly REVOLUTION PAMPH

WOODHALL DEBACLE – FREE LOVE, PREZ CANDIDATE, BEECHER SCANDAL REVEALED

MINOR VS. HAPPERSETT  (1875)  OK FOR STATES TO DENY VOTE

1910  -  TIDE TURNING TOWARD SUFFRAGE

Endorsed now by Progressive party, GFWC, AND MANY WESTERN STATES THAT GAVE VOTE ALREAD

NAWSA – ANNA HOWARD SHAW 1907-1915, NEXT   CARRIE CHAPMAN CATT IN 1915

 LEADER OF INTERNATIONAL WOMEN’S SUFFRAGE ALLIANCE, QUALIFIED, FRIEND OF EMMA G

Rival suffrage groups split, rebellious members and WW1 influential too on changes (due to anti war stance)

NATIONAL WOMEN’S PARTY from rebel NAWSA MEMBERS

ALICE PAUL  - PICKETS WHITE HOUSE

Suffrage passed jan 10, 1918, senate june 1919, ratified by TENN last state on AUGUST 26, 1920

IMPACT IMMEDIATE:  VOTING GOES FROM SALOONS &BARBER SHOPS TO CHURCHES/SCHOOLS

20 STATES MAKE LAWS FOR WOMEN TO BE ON JURIES

SHEPPARD-TOWNER ACT 1921:  finance maternal education, child health care, infant mortality causese

BUT WOMEN DON’T VOTE AS PROPORTIONETLY high as men do, no block impact

NAWSA  BECOMES   LEAGUE OF WOMEN VOTER’S , though it was shrinking in size after suffrage

New NWP – 1923  WANTS  EQUAL RIGHTS AMENDMENT 

 DEBATE/OPPOSITION FROM ALL SIDES   ---   “PROTECTION VERSUS EQUALITY”

FLORENCE KELLEY  SUPPORTS PROTECTIVE LAWS, women will always need different laws she says

Protections mean more than constitutional equality

BUT SUPREMES DENY WOMEN’S WAGE LAWS IN 1923

DENY PREVIOUS CHILD LABOR LAWS         UNCONSTITUTIONAL SUPREMES SAY
