“plurality of elites”, Europeanized, enamored, wished to emulate Britain, france, US
Repressed the majority, forced it upon them

Folk  long held traditions and behaviors all over

Clashes not new,  centuries of rule, the interplay inter-living of Indians, Africans, and Europeans

BURNS identifies the struggle that ensued between the elites and the folk majority as a near century-long period STARTING from the time when most LA nations broke ties from Spain and Portugal in the 1820’s and continuing to the time of the Mexican Revolution of 1911. the critical period where the masses were overrun by the will, the power, of elites.
Economies reshaped, infrastructure, transportation, increasing “agrarian products and raw materials”

The general assumption by many that anything new, anything tried and true and adopted in some other society, some far off industrialized and modernized nation could be systematically and easily transported and successfully incorporated in LA. Did not ADAPT them, did not look for

Investors within and without looked abroad for massive investments, 
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
