HIST 381 MIDTERM
Oligarchy – govt by a few, those who run it   ACTIVE CITIZENRY

Bureaucrats, merchants,artisans,grocery owners, free people of color, others, and women

Economies expanded to the point where ROYAL rule, colonialism could not contain, handle social struct.

Chile – example of this and for other colonies but LOYALISM (ROYALISM) VERY IMPORTANT

Estimated 1/3 of SP-AMS were Loyalists, mostly for self-interests and needs

Entire regions fought the patriots in regular armies, militias, guerilla bands

POPULATION INCREASE 3.3 MIL 1742 TO 6.1 MILE 1810

WHITE 18%, MIXED 22%, INDIGENOUS 60%

RANCHING ‘RANCHOS’ INCREASE

Great Liberators : Bolivar, San Martin, O’Higgins,, Sucre

Bolivar – tragic figure,  could not change flaws of SP colonial system in place like regionalism, infrastructure lack

Great failure of movement: political federation, common market as Bolivar had first hoped 4 SUPRAGOVRNMT

Both civil war and revolutionary:

CIVIL WAR- govern themselves, not so much social change as in SAINT-DOMINGUE (HAITI), patriots fought against each other for CONTROL OF TERRITORY,PORTS,CUSTOM HOUSES,
Fought for ‘home rule’ not to decide who would rule at home, masses saw  gained little POLITICLY OR SOCLY

MANY SOLDIERS and entire regions switched sides

REVOLUTIONARY cuz they unleash social change ,Gordon Wood argues US was cuz set in motion soc change

Impossible with crown : freed slaves for service on both sides, free people of color get unprecedented opportunis
Shared in victory rewards, good economic position, universities, doctors, lawyers, priests, govt officials, press

NOT IN CUBA OR PUERTO RICO who remained colonies til end of 19th.

REVOLUTIONARY FOR INDIANS TOO: were wards, treated as minors, protected and burdened, some become generals, prez’s of countries, like Mexico Juarez.

Later constitutions defined citizenship broadly, right to vote, with restrictions for read and write for a while
But ACTIVE CITIZENRY EVENTUALLY BECAME ‘THE CITIZENRY’

COLONIES FROM PACNWEST TO ENTIRE SOUTH AMER CONTIN.

Eventually 16 nations, but for CUBA AND PUERTO RICO

Insipired by US REV- FRENCH AND BRITS OUT, FRENCH REV, INDUSTRIAL REVOLUTION

Absolutism inspired by KING LOUIS 14 1701-1714 WAR OF SPANISH SUCCESSION – BOURBONS WIN

SEEDS: values, thoughts, colonial economy, lack of infrastructure (travel difficult, bad roads, lack of waterways and canals system, cheaper to ship to EURO than within country

SPANISH TAXES, regional customs tariffs slow extension of markets, weak public finance, no central bank like DUTCH OR UK not happen til end of 18th all disadvantage SOUTH AM.

PENISULARS – BORN IN SPAIN -----------------  CREOLES – BORN IN AMERICA

SPANISH ECONOMY RUN BY casa de contratacion using consulados (merchant tribunals) all benefited the merchants in spain for mining, land estates, retail stored, wheat, textiles, sheep, crops, PULQUE (ALCH DRINK)

THIS PERIOD WAS OVERWHELMING RURAL AND AGRICULTURAL.

ENTREPRENURIAL – central character of SP AM economy, people participate – capital at risk for artisans, crafts, stores, grocers.

SOCIETY -  racial caststes  SYSTEMA DE CASTAS: whites, free people of color (afr), Indians, black slaves and 

MESTIZOS – Indian/white mix.

FREE COLORS can’t be docs, lawyers, noteries, civil, church military, but was segregated militias

CASTAS- “MIXED BLOOD”

STILL ECONOMIC SUCCESS NOT RACE MADE ONE’S PLACE IN SOCIETY.

HEGEMONIC – ONE CLASS BECOMES DOMINANT CLASS, RECOGNIZED BY SELVES BY ‘COMMUNITY’, NATIONAL BOND, POLITICAL ORGS,, MUTUAL ECO INTERESTS, JOIN FOR POLITICAL ADVANTAE, POWER

ALL FORMS OF CLASSES DID THIS,  formed GUILDS

BY end of colonial period many socioeconomic ‘gradations’ or strata (both marx terms) but deeply troubled, reform needed, civil wars coming, beginnings of revolutionary promise
CASTE SYSTEM – WAS evolving toward socio-econ classes guided by the active citizenery
INDEPENCE MOVEMENTS BY-PRODUCT OF NAPOLEON’S SEIZE OF SPAIN IN 1808

Even before this FRANCISCO MIRANDA, BERNARDO O’HIGGINS ADVOCATE INDEPENCE & ENCOUR

Enlightenment “reason over FAITH “   taking root

SPAIN-  ROYAL ABSOLUTISM RETURNS 1814….FERDINAND RESTORED, so the people who had enjoyed a period of self rule (reforms and freedoms) wanted more. Spain can’t accommodate needs – easy to see why people wanted desire for political and economic change

MONARCHS STAY – SEND VICEROYS AS REPS TO SPAN AMER

FOUR CAUSES FOR SPANISH INDEPENENCE: late colonial period
1.ENLIGHTENMENT  2.BOURBON REFORMS 3.CREOLE-PENIS CONTROV 4.REVOLTS/PROTESTS
1 ENLIGHTENMENT  euro by 1850’s: philosophy, economics, science, respect for man, international climate of opinion – though not all agreement. IDEAS OF JOHN LOCKE, ROUSSEAU

MORE SUPPORT FOR PROPERTY RIGHTS, LEADS WAY FOR LIBERAL CONSTITUTIONS TO COME

EN. CAUSES MANY ALTERATIONS to IMPERIAL SYSTEMS AND THUS TO COLONIES TOO

ENTERS SPAIN BEG OF 18TH WITH BOURBON DYNASTY

CAME IN TWO STAGES

1. UNTIL MID 18TH – IN PLACE LIMITED MONARCHIES OK

2. TIL END 18TH – STRENGHTHEN ROYAL POWER AND ENLIGHTENED DESPOTISM (ruler absolute)

2nd PHASE OF ENLIGHTENMENT PEAKS WITH charles 3 (1759-1788) MOST CAPABLE OF SPANISH MONARCHS. starting with 1765 people access to economic society stressing pursuit of knowledge and learning of practical technologies

Led by Spanish reformers were effective in ECO, POL, SCHOOLS, CHURCHES, SCIENCE

ECO THEORIES of ADAM SMITH AND FRENCH PHYSIOCRATES 

Against entailed ESTATES, corporate privelage, GUILDS like ‘MESTA’ sheep guild. ADVOCATE SCI AGRIC

SMITH’S LIBERAL laisses-faire economics and LOCKE’S PROPERTY RIGHTS CONCEPTION of state and society leads way to LIBERALISM of late 18th/early 19th and inspired SPAN COLONIES CONSTITUTIONS

KNOWLEDGE SPREADS DESPITE INQUISTION AND CENSORSHIP DUE TO travelers, merchants, sailors,scientist and bureaucrats who spread philosophical , practical, and political/social issues
ENLIGHTENMENT MUCH IN PLACE END OF 18TH.

ROYAL OFFICIALS, LOCAL REFORMERS, stimulate scientific and economic develop

Like spain botanical and mining expeditions to mex, peru, new Granada to convey modern science

COLLEGE OF MINES started in mexico

ECONOMICS:  1780-1812 ECO SOCIETIES “SOCIEDADES ECONOMICAS DE AMIGOS DEL PAIS”

  GET established in colonies for : rationalism, progress, science, eco develop

Members mostly merchants, landowners, bureaucrates, not SCI,POL,ECO theorists so able to spread ENLIGHTENMENT IDEAS TO local elites and citizens easier.

NOT ALL FAVOR INDEPENDECE : ENLIGHT AND LIFE too complex, like in CUBA’s HAVANA SOCIETY WHICH ALTHOUGH IN SOME WAYS THE MOST PROGRESSIVE STILL SUPPORTS CROWN LONG 

Colonial universities, ‘COLEGIOS”, HIGH SCHOOLS (new ideas), curricula modernized, taught provocative, ‘dangerous’ ideas and theories, like NEWTON and DESCARTES….SOME GOVT OFFICIALS ENCOURAGE

DURING FINAL Phase of COL PERIOD, some VICEROYS influence curricula reforms, and by last decades of the Spanish empire, almost no intellectual difference from thos in europe, all parts of EURO ENLG in SP AMER

SPREADING THOUGHTS OF INDEPENDENCE FROM ENLIGHTENMENT.

NOT ALL FAVOR INDEPENDENCE:

  AWARENESS of other revolutions, knowledge of doctrines already in culture, idea of popular sovereignty etc, popularized in SPAIN centuries before like that of JESUIT FRANCISCO SUAREZ (1548-1617) WHO SAID that 
Royal authority ok as long as not tyrannical or unable to govern. People had right to replace, sovereignty reverts to the people IMPORTANT TO INDEPENCE IDEOLOGY, and already traditional in Spanish history/pol structure

2. BOURBON REFORMS  (AKA CAROLINE)

  SPAIN LOSES TO BRITS IN 7 YEARS WAR, TEMPORARY LOSE OF HAVANA, 1762

Crown expands defensive stance, NEED MORE REVENUE,, SERIES OF REFORMS FOR DEFENSE AND REVENUE GAINS BEGIN to revamp and centralize colonial system (like france) to PROTECT FROM FOREIGH ENCROACHMENT, ENHANCE ROYAL PREROGATIVES, AND ROYAL ABSOLUTISM, WHILE SIMULTANEOUSLY TRYING TO appease colonial complaints and the fears of insurrection. 

  MILITARY – creates CREOLE REGULAR ARMY, expands militia with penisular troops to guard against invasion and social unrest. SPAIN SMART TO DO THIS GAVE recognition status to creoles, opportunites
However, using locals burdened their jobs and time, didn’t like being used as police force, movment waned.
CROWN ACTUALLY CONTRIBUTES TO INDEPENDENCE MOVEMENTS BY THE organizing of fighters, creoles made officers, etc..

MOST FAMOUS REFORM WAS FREEDOM OF TRADE DECREE OF 1778/1779. had done so in cuba 1765. 

Commericial liberalization greatly expanded, gave 13 ports in SPAIN to trades with all important span amer PORTS by 1789., also allows sp amer ports to trade with themselves. ENDS THE MONOPOLY OF THE CADIZ MERCHANTS IN SPAIN.

REDUCE TARIFFS, STIRS TRADE WITHIN EMPIRE. TO COMPETE AGAINST CONTRABAND NETWOR

All was dramatic, increasing trade by 400 percent 1782-1796 WHEN war with BRITS opens neutral country trades

Great revenue for royals. Expansion and monopoly breaks create new groupls of colonial creole merchants

Not a smith style laissez-fair, were restrictions. Though liberalization, there was TOBACCO monopoly state-run called the ESTANCO which controlled MANUFACTURING AND DISTRIBUTION. GROWING NOT MONOP THOUGH prices were fixed, and ESTANCO gave credit to farmers mostly for labor costs. Important to labor

1790 – MEXICO’S ESTANCO LARGEST MANUF ENTERPRISE IN SP AMER., KEPT PRICES moderate to eliminate contraband. Some private shops hurt, far fewer, cuz of state control, private ownership eliminated and spread through colonies. 
MERCHANTS who depended on MONOPS connections did suffer, upset, liberal systems did not favor all, most were penisular, so creoles suffered, TEXTILE MARKET TOO. FREE TRADE BRINGS IN EURO CHEAPER TEXTILES.

INFLUENTIAL COLONISTS SEE NEED TO DESIGN OWN ECONOIES, INDEPENDENCE COULD DO 

SPANISH AMERICANS WANTED TO TRADE WITH WHOMEVER THEY DESIRED, DISPLEASED BY A SELECTIVE TARIFF SYSTEM and imported foreign good

COLONISTS NEEDED POLITICAL ECONOMY THAT WAS ATTENTIVE TO NATIONS NOT JUST FREE TRADE.   MOTIVATED COLONISTS FOR INDEPENDENCE.

INTENDANCY SYSTEM – BOURBON REFORM TO ENHANCE DEFENSE AND REVENUE COLLECT

  USUALLY PENISULARS THEY REPLACED COLONIAL GOVERNORS, HAD GREATER POWERS

Control of justice, general govt admins, finance, defense. Under control of VICEROY but also enjoyed some financial matters independence. SOME VICEROYS OPPOSE INTENDANTS.
 Intendants notable impact on life – restored economies, resident approval, cuz town councils CABILDOS of AYUNTAMIENTOS were lethargic, for sale, vacant for years.

Indendants given political control over the town councils, energized, but also due to their interference they antagonized influential local residents – creoles. Did good in some areas.

PERHAPS MOST IMP CONTRIBUTION: ALIENTED SECTORS OF CREOLES, SO BREW INDEPENDCE

THE SYSTEM DIVIDED COLONIES INTO PROVINCIAL AREAS RULED BY NOBLE INTENDANTS TO CONTROL REGIONS, TRADE, ECO, LAW

Aided by “subdelagados” replacing the more corrupt “CORREIGDORS”.

CHURCH REFORMS:   CHURCH WAS OBSTACLE TO BOURBONS

Churches wealthy, exert influence on all levels of colonial olife.

But reforms largely underminded after death of CHARLES 3, except for REMOVAL OF JESUITS.

Expelled from spain 1767, assests disposed to royal treasury, estates sold to merchants. SEVERAL JESUITS become promoters of complete independence.  MOST FAMOUS JUAN PABLO VISCARDO, URGED REVOLT IN “LETTER TO SPANISH AMERICANS”  - CAUSING MANY TO QUESTION imperial systems.

1782 – SPAINS FIRST CENTRAL BANK STARTS TO FINANCE INTERNATIONAL WARS

BANCO DE SAN CARLOS WAS insufficient so confiscation again happens

1804 spain takes all land and capital pious works and CHANTIRES (endowments for saying masses for souls)

This was great wealth, so crown limited, made laymen and clergy upset, had to call in loans that were essential to regional economies cuz church used to lend out money. Like mexico where most funds were taken, functioning economy threatened. 1809 program was terminated. Some colonies unaffected cuz actions never got underway.

Members of commercial and agricultura sectors become estranged from colonial system.

1810 many parish priests become advocates for independence.

CLERGY MEN LIKE    MIGUEL HIDALGO OF MEXICO were already favoring enlightened indepence idea

Questioned validity and efficacy of colonial system.

CREOLE AND PENISULAR CONTROVERSY

One of the chief causes for independence.  PENISULARS GIVEN PREFERENCE FOR decision making posts.

Example of prejudice to keep creoles in check. Preferential treatment to penisulars

Some CREOLES rose high, but not all the way, some even INTENDANTS, penisulars dominate bureaucracy

VICEROYS OVERWHELMINGLY PENISULAR, THOUGH IN CHILE MANY TOPS WERE CREOLES, BUT IN MEXICO SUPER OF MINT, ADMIN OF CUSTOMS HOUSE, CHIEF COUNSEL ALL PENINSULARS

CREOLES resent policies of non-appointment of creoles to top posts.
Provoked inparticular by MINISTER OF THE INDIES JOSE DE GALVES’s preference for EURO bureaucrats.

Affected role of MEXICO AUDIENCA…diminished creole presence greatly

Though many creoles successful, top of social and economic ladder, GALVEZ goes against them politicall.y. his use of EUROS in critical posts and the creation of INTENDANCY system alienates creoles and stirs indepence
REFORM APPRAISALS: mixed results, TRADE INCREASES, ROYAL REVENUE INCREASES

SOME REGIONS BENEFIT AND SOME SAW MARKETS REMOVED OR OVERRUN BY EURO manufactured goods. FISCAL reform raised revenue, but added burden that incited revolt.

Not easy for spain to reorganize, provide defents, raise money.LIKE BRITAIN WITH AMERICAN COLONIES

SPAIN MOSTLY REFORMED MINING, WITH expeditions, improvements, support of silver production – the single greatest source of income. Crown gave special subsidies here but not applied to other needy secotrs like infrastructure and agriculture.  MANY UPSET PARTIES, though some sectors made their own adjustments like in agriculture due to war decrease of flow inward of EURO goods.
MEXICO – population increase led to lower wages, while in BUENOS ARIES…inflation had same result.

MESO-AMERICA  :  region from MEXICO INTO CENTRAL AMERICA

VICEROY – CHIEF SPANISH OFFICER “ROYAL PERSON”  treated like kings, wanted money not ceremony, spoiled,

REPARTO – DEVICE to make Indians purchase goods supplied by CORREGIDORES – admistrators of Indian affairs at local level, set prices rather than markets. Placed Indians in debt, NO ONE EXPLOITED MORE
LATE COLONIAL PROTESTS WERE   POLITICAL, SOCIAL, OR CIVIL

Tres antonios : 1789 CHILE, deep political meaning, two French and one chile to establish republican govt.

Classes to be eliminated, abolish slavery…actually anticipated 19th cent socialism. Agrarian reform, free trade with world. One of the most democratic conspiraces. Discovered by authorities in 1781, punished before public ever learned of plans…

Similar thing in CARACAS, VENEZUELA  in 1791. two creoles favor classeless society, quickly defeated. One, ESPANA, was hanged and quartered and displayed

Rebellion of TUPAC AMARU II:  JOSE GABRIEL was CURACA responsible for coll Indian tribute * labor

Developed social conscious, troubled by explotation of Indians and taxes. TOOK NAME OF AMURA IN 1770’S

SEIZED CORREIGDOR OF TINTA, PERU FORCED HIM TO SIGN over arms, ammo, money. Orders whole town out, he was executed, amura said h e was carrying out royal order to suppress ales tax and the MITA (FORCED INDIAN LABOR)
BEGAN MARCHING AND DESTROYING TEXTILE FACTORS, CORREIGIDORE HOUSES.. WAVE OF INDIAN REVOLTS FOLLOW. Full blown war., Indians and castes on both sides. AMURA HAD 40K TROOPS END OF 1780  AT THE GATES OF CUZCO BUT WITHDREw.  CAPTURED AND HE WIFE AND CHILD ALL EXECUTED, HIS HEAD AND LIMBS SENT OUT

INVESTIGATED CAUSE _ REPARTO SYSTEM AND MITA, REPARTO STOPPED. LATER CORREGS CHANGE TO INDTENDANTS, AND audiencia MADE TO HERE INDIAN PROBS.

CONFIRMED THAT INDIANS WOULD FIGHT. 

MAY HAVE MADE CREOLES FEAR REVOLT CUZ OF FEAR OF MASSIVE INDIAN UPRISE AND DESTRUCTION. NOT A PRECURSOR TO INDEPENCE MOVMENT CAUSE INDIANS AND CASTES FOUGHT ON BOTH SIGES. INDIANS OFTEN FOUGHT WITH OCCUPYING FORCES, REGARDLESS OF WHO THEY WERE.
CIVIL PROTESTS HAD MOST LASTING CONSEQUENCES: 

QUITO – VICEROY STEPS TO INCREASE REVENUE FROM   AGUARDIENTE (sugarcane brandy) monopoly and the sales tax by using officials of royal treasury to administer collection, etc..u

Urban elite and landowners upset, so were storekeepers and monasteries

Cabildo abierto- open meetings of town council represent community at large and public good

INHERENT IN THESE WAS TAXATION WITHOUT REPRESENTATION IDEA

CLASSES JOINED ELITE IN PROTEST, REVOLT  REBELLION OF THE BARRIOS IN 1765.
