New battleships,  SUPPORT OF HEARST PAPERS

CUBA – IN FIGHT WITH SPAIN  MAINE DESTROYED (NEAR 270 DIE IN HAVANA HARBOR)

McKinley gets war declared, four month battle , 400 die

TELLER AMENDMENT ‘NO INTENTION TO ANNEX OR DOMINATE CUBA”

May 1, 1898 victory at manila,  FIRST U.S. ACTION OUT OF WESTERN HEMISPHERE

July, SANTIAGO, cuba victory…san juan hill  TR Roosevelt  rough riders

US GETS PHILIPPINES, PUERTO RICO, GUAM,   CUBA – PLATT AMENDMENT to their constitution gives U.S. power to act militarily in cuba whenever they wish, and permanent lease on military base (Now Guantanamo 
CIVIL WAR – SOUTHERN STATES secede, declare own government,

3/4/61  seven states adopt constitution, choose president and congress,  

WAR WITH MEXICO – mexico had allowed us citizens to colonize texas territory to develop the sparsely populated region. Population grows, so does slavery issue. Mexico losing grip, invades but is repelled at San Jacinto, 1836  1837  texas requests annexation to United States, fear of slave status issues shelves idea for Jackson and Van Buren.  Grant and Lincoln, and many northerners oppose action
March, 1945  Congress makes texas part of U.S. , days before POLK takes office – having promised to settle the Oregon dispute with Britain (54, 40 or fight) he got Oregon to the 49th parallel. BIG PROMISE WAS CALIFORNIA.  1846 disputes on nueces rio grande river territory claimed by both. War soon starts, mostly in central mexico, but us reaches and occupies mexico city from Veracruz assault
FIRST WAR FOUGHT ON FOREIGN AND DISPUTED SOIL, OCCUPIED MEXICO CITY

ESTABLISHED PRESENT US BOUNDARIES, EXCEPT FOR LATER GASDEN PURCHASE FROM MEXICO 1853  AND ALASKA FROM RUSSIA, 1867 

MEXICO GETS 15 MILLION DOLLARS,         FEB 1848 TREATY CONFIRMS TEXAS ANNEX TO U.S. DISPUTE, AND GIVES CAL, NV, UT, AZ, AND NM TO UNITED STATES.
Indians -    fist to colonial backlands, then to east Mississippi lands, northwest territory and great lakes,

  Then west of Mississippi – Oklahoma. Trail of tears, plains wars, black hills gold, DAWES act, Indian removal act, wounded knee massacre,  many many conflicts, broken promises, cruelties, the INDIAN NATION

1876   GILDED AGE
RUTH B HAYES wins electoral commission appointed by congress to decide election  8-7

Hayes is gov of ohio, a repub to replace grant

Versus  SAMUEL J. TILDEN  (NY GOVERNOR DEMOCRAT)

Only SOUTH CAROLINA, FLORIDA, LOUISIANA ARE FIRMLY REPUBS STATES with 19 electoral votes, the last vote is from an Oregon delegate counted as illegal.  TILDEN WON POPULAR VOTE BY 200K
BEHIND THE SCENES BARGAIN  OF 1877  compromise of 1877
 Repubs agree that dems control entire south and will not intervene in local affairs of southern redeemers
HAYES will appt southern to post master general cabinet position

And supply aid to TEXAS and Pacific railroad lines due to run thru the south

In exchange

South promises to not dispute the election and to respect civil and political rights of blacks

HAYES does first two, does not support railroad land grants

South does not live up to pledge for blacks as equals

ISSUES:  POLITICAL CORRUPTION, southern policies, reconstruction and retreating from reconstruction, 1873 depresiion, 1874 democrats gain in elections

SLAUGHTERHOUSE CASES (1873) BLACKS vs state monopoly in LOUISIANA meat industry

Supremes reject…. ‘states have most power to govern citizen rights the way they wish”

1876 supremes basically gut the provisions of the ENFORCEMENT ACTS  BY THROWING OUT CONVICTIONS OF those responsible for the COLFAX MASSACRE IN LOUISIANA.  1873 WHITES INVADE COLFAX WITH WEAPONS AND CANON, KILL HUNDREDS OF BLACKS, INCLUDING 50 AFTER SURRENDER,

designed to  stop the depriving of black rights, terrorist societies like kkk, prez can call out army to enforce.

The Republicans claimed that while not every Democrat was a rebel, every rebel was a Democrat.
Some claim that in return for the South giving up the contest, the Republicans agreed to withdraw troups from the south. The result was a step back for African Americans, who were soon removed from power, and their voting rights were removed. hayes winning the election it ended reconstruction which people can argue caused more sufferin for the blacks
corruption of the Grant administration with honest, efficient government and to end "the rapacity of carpetbag tyrannies" in the South; called for treaty protection for naturalized U.S. citizens visiting their homeland, restrictions on Oriental immigration, and tariff reform; and opposed land grants to railroads.[
1896 ELECTIONS :  dems and populists nominate William Jennings bryan  (congress Nebraska)

Populists represented agrarian interests in the South, West, and rural Midwest.
Speeches for farmers pride, common man and grievances  “CROSS OF GOLD SPEECH”
Condems gold standard wants more money circulation to aid farmers “free coinage of silver” PAPER MONEY BACKED BY SILVER WOULD STIMULATE CIRCULATION AND
Government helping little guy, bank regs, unions, income tax,  NEW DEAL TYPE STUFF

‘MONEY QUESTION”  FARMERS want to pay debts.

Very religious person, teachings of jesus ‘to uplift’ commoners.

Republicans printed fake dollar bills which had Bryan's face and which read "IN GOD WE TRUST...FOR THE OTHER 53 CENTS", thus illustrating their claim that a dollar bill would be worth only 47 cents if it was backed by silver instead of gold.
Capitol and labor conflicts,  

1894 pullman ill workers strike against reduced wages, supported nationally by AMER. RAILWAY UNION BRINGS A BOYCOTT AND CRIPPLES NATL RAIL SERVICE

VIOLENT CLASHES COAST TO COAST,   EUGENE DEBS JAILE,

VS. OHIO GOVERNOR WILLIAM MCKINLEY

  “GOLD IS THE ONLY HONEST CURRENCY” CONFIDENCE WOULD BE DESTROYED WITHOUT IT.

1912 ELECTIONS

William howard taft  (INCUMB repub),   teddy Roosevelt (PROGRESSIVE bull moose)   Woodrow Wilson (dem)

Wilson wins BIG in electoral and sustanially in popular vote
Roosevelt challenged Taft because he believed Taft was too conservative and not progressive enough. The Republicans re-nominated Taft, so Roosevelt and his supporters formed the Progressive Party, and he was chosen as its candidate for President.  While accepting his nomination, he told reporters that he felt "as fit as a bull moose," leading to this third party candidacy nickname, Bull Moose Party.
The election was largely between Roosevelt and Wilson.  The incumbent, Taft, was never really a contender.  Some of the major issues included trusts, women's suffrage, and tariffs:  Wilson proposed the elimination of big, monopolistic businesses (trusts). Roosevelt wanted to preserve the trusts but regulate them. Wilson believed that each state should decide the issue of whether women should have the right to vote.  Roosevelt openly campaigned on behalf of women's suffrage. Wilson criticized tariffs, or taxes on goods imported to America, as being a special interest program for big business. Roosevelt supported tariffs, believing they helped protect wages.

Wilson outmaneuvered bankers and enemies of banks, North and South, Democrats and Republicans to secure passage of the Federal Reserve Act in December 1913. Wilson sought to find a new approach to encouraging competition through the Federal Trade Commission, which stopped "unfair" trade practices. In addition, he pushed through Congress the Clayton Antitrust Act making certain business practices illegal (such as price discrimination, agreements forbidding retailers from handling other companies’ products, and directorates and agreements to control other companies).  Wilson spent 1914 through the beginning of 1917 trying to keep America out of the war in Europe.  He allowed the introduction of segregation into several federal departments.
 WILSON:  Proposes the elimination of the big, monopolistic businesses known as trusts to roll back clock again to ‘NEW FREEDOM”
Believes the issue of whether women should have the right to vote should be decided state by state
Criticizes tariffs, or taxes on goods imported to America, as being a special interest program for big business

ROOSEVELT: Wants to preserve the trusts but regulate them  “NEW NATIONALISM”
Campaigns openly on behalf of woman's suffrage

Supports tariffs, believing they help protect wages
Tr and TAFT SPLIT VOTES

Created fortune during and after civil war   steel industry

"...qualitatively different from all other countries  good and bad sides
yet it may well be doubted whether those tribes which reside within the acknowledged boundaries of the United States can, with strict accuracy, be denominated foreign nations. They may, more correctly be denominated domestic dependent nations. They occupy a territory to which we assert a title independent of their will, which must take effect in point of possession when their right of possession ceases. Meanwhile, they are in a state of pupilage. Their relation to the United States resembles that of a ward to his guardian.

They look to our government for protection; rely upon its kindness and its power; appeal to it for relief to their wants; and address the president as their great father. They and their country are considered by foreign nations, as well as by ourselves, as being so completely under the sovereignty and dominion of the United States, that any attempt to acquire their lands, or to form a political connexion with them, would be considered by all as an invasion of our territory, and an act of hostility.
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
